Program Reports:
Chatom Elementary School
Chatom Principal Chanda Rowley reported that the Transition Day from 5th grade to 6th grade at Mountain View Middle School took place April 11, 2017. The students took a field trip to Mountain View Middle School and were informed with what is expected of them when entering middle school. The transitional kindergarten class from Chatom will be taking a trip to McDonalds and the Hilmar Cheese Factory on April 24, 2017. The 2nd grade class from Chatom will be taking a trip to the Children’s Museum of San Jose.

Mt. View Middle School
Mt. View Principal Monica Schut reported on the Transition Day and parent orientation that took place Tuesday April 11, 2017. Mrs. Schut welcomed next year’s new coming students and informed the 5th graders on the expectations coming into 6th grade hoping to make a smooth transition to the new students and parents. Newly appointed principal, Stephen Lewis attended the parent orientation after the transition day and Mrs. Schut was very happy to see him included and took the opportunity to welcome him into the Chatom family. On April 11th the 8th graders took a trip to the capitol and old Sacramento. 



Chatom State Preschool
Preschool Director Sandra Nunes reported on the state review that was completed in early March. Mrs. Nunes reported on the summary of findings. There were 3 aspects that did not meet requirements from the State. Part 1 was regarding the enrollment process and form requirements. Part 2 was regarding attendance parent and staff training. Part 3 detailed the environmental rating scale. A correction action plan was made and all the appropriate changes will be sent to the State auditor and will be implemented for the following school years. 



Chatom Union School District
Mrs. Olvera reported for the District that enrollment as of April 5 is at 596. Developer fee update on the pedestrian walkway project was reported on and we are collecting bids on the cost of an iron fence, removal of 4 trees and a 6-7ft. concrete curb and sidewalk along Clayton Avenue. We will be developing a timeline and next steps to begin removal and replacement of the room 10 portable at Mountain View. Mrs. Olvera shared a special public thank you to Sandy Williamson and the Chatom 4-H club for their community service at Chatom Elementary school garden on March 25, 2017. The district also appreciates the hard work and support of Lainey Sexton and the volunteers who enhanced the Dara Shelby Memorial garden on March 25, 2017. The memorial looks beautiful and is a special tribute to Mrs. Shelby. The District interim audit with VTD occurred on March 29-31. The audit was complete and went well. The District is still waiting for a Cum to arrive for immunization records which was a part of the audit. In compliance with the State Williams Settlement, the Local Education Agency (LEA) is to report quarterly. There were no Williams Settlement UCP Reports for the quarter covering January, February and March 2017.

Mrs. Olvera presented the LCAP survey that was included in the board report. The LCAP survey was sent to parents and staff and received back in February 2017. The surveys were returned with great feedback from Chatom and Mt. View parents and staff. Students from Mt. View participated in a focus group that allowed for them to share their thoughts and ideas.
