Requested Information on Increased CalSTRS and CalPERS Employer Contribution Rates

CalPERS Board adopted an employer contribution rate of 15.531% for 2017-2018, almost 2% higher than the current-year rate of 13.888%. CalSTRS employer rates are increasing to 14.43% in 2017-2018, up from 12.58% in 2016-2017. It is estimated that by 2020-2021 employer rates in CalSTRS will increase to 19.1% and 23.8% in CalPERS.

2017-2018 Title III Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA) Transition Plan 


Mrs. Olvera reported on the Title III Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA) formerly known as Elementary Secondary Education Act (ESEA). The plans consists of providing effective professional development, implement effective programs and activities, ensure English proficiency and academic achievement, and promote parent, family, and community engagement in the education of English learners. Mrs. Olvera reported on the projected budget and the programs it will go towards such as; reading/writing specialist supplemental support, family literacy and ELD professional learning.

Mrs. Rowley included her board report and stated that Chatom Elementary staff and students had a great close to the school year. Students had fun during their last week of school participating in different activities.



Mt. View Middle School
Mrs. Schut expressed gratitude towards the Board members and Superintendent as she spoke during her last board meeting. She is very excited for the new Principal to start the school year as she is also looking forward to starting at Chatom Elementary as the reading/writing instructor.



Chatom State Preschool

Mrs. Nunes reported for the preschool that the AM class enrollment is currently full but there is still availability in the PM class to register. Stan Wait and the office voicemail is consistently being checked to make sure parents are given information on the program.



Chatom Union School District Update

Mrs. Olvera publicly thanked the site Directors for a great start and end to the school year. Summer school is currently doing well. This year summer school begins on June 12th and concludes on July 13th. Summer school session currently includes Special Education Extended School. Mrs. Olvera reviewed with the board the pedestrian walkway project. She stated that the removal of the 4 trees is approximately $3,000 and is the first phase of the project. The black iron fence is approximately $50,000 and we are waiting for a quote that includes contractor cost for concrete work. Mrs. Olvera met with Jonathan Gish of Tim Huff Architects and he recommended that the project budget should be about $150,000 in case any changes are made and that the project be reviewed by DSA. The price would change based on the fencing material selected. The budget includes construction cost, contingency, engineering fees and DSA fees. The month of December is estimated to be the start of the project.
