Board Financial Summary Report
Business Manager, Kristin Tiger reported and reviewed department funds, balances, income, expenditures, and ending balances.
6.3
Local Control Accountability Plan Update and California School Dashboard
Mrs. Olvera presented the old accountability system and a preview of the new California Dashboard to the Board. The new accountability plan has rolled out and will be released to the public March 13th. There will be a Federal Accountability System and State Accountability System implemented. The Federal Accountability System will show the transition year being reported as “Met or Not Met”. Federal data is currently measured by participation rate and average daily attendance. The State Accountability System will be reported by a color coded system and have 11 performance indicators. 7 State indicators and 4 local indicators. It will be measured by an achievement and growth rubric (Status and Change). The color coding will range from blue to red, blue being the highest and red being the lowest in the State performance categories. The 7 State Performance Indicators include Chronic Absenteeism, Suspension Rate, English Learner, Graduation Rates, College & Career Readiness, English Language Arts Assessment (Grd.3-8), and Math Assessment (Grd.3-8). The 4 Local Performance Indicators measured by “Met, Not Met, or Not Met for Two or More Years” includes Basic Conditions at School, Implementation of State Standards, Parent Engagement, and Local Climate Survey. The State Performance is determined by state on reference charts while the Local performance is determined by LEA on state-created templates. Mrs. Olvera reviewed the status and change Data Layout and on the lead versus lag data. She advised the Board on how to read and interpret the new system. All the provided information is linked and used from our previous year LCAP.

Chatom Elementary School
Mrs. Rowley Reported on the upcoming field trips.  Aril 8th Science Olympiad for 4-6th graders at Walnut Elementary, April 27 Columbia field trip for 4th graders, May 16-17 4-5th grade will be attending the Yosemite Environmental Living Program, and May 18th the afterschool program will be attending a Modesto Nuts game. Students will be on spring break April 13th-21st. 





Mt. View Middle School
Mrs. Schut report was included in the Board packet. She spoke about the persuasive essays that the students worked on with Mrs. Bos. Students did very well writing their essays and presenting them in a respectful manner towards one another during their debates. She was proud to say that they were extremely interested in the topics that they chose. 





Chatom State Preschool
Mrs. Nunes reported on her monthly newsletter to the Board and included information on DRDP’s and ECRS. She reviewed the implementation of new state laws or existing state laws that she would like to see improvement on for the Preschool.




Chatom Union School District
Mrs. Olvera reported on behalf of the School District. District enrollment as of March 1, 2017 is 598. Mrs. Olvera publicly thanked PTC for their approval on the wish list funds to all sites. The Chatom Elementary site underwent a water system cleaning due to a recent water test that showed low levels for bacteria (negative for e-coli). The regulation rules bacteria findings to be below 1.0 and the water testing had been detected at exactly 1.0. Notices were sent to parents and water bottles were provided to all students and staff. Mrs. Olvera gave the Board an update on our technology. Incoming and outgoing e-mail partially went down on February 23rd and fully went down on February 24th. The Datapath team evaluated the situation and found that one drive failed and a second one failed when the first tried to rebuild. As a temporary solution the MX records were rerouted from SCOE to Google and then each system was manually configured so all Outlook accounts would sync to the Google server. At this time the District is obtaining information and potential costs with four options for a long-term solution. Mrs. Olvera reported on Teleparent and Blackboard stating that we are currently moving to Parent Square. Parent Square has provided various capabilities and features and is affiliated with Aeries.

Mrs. Olvera reviewed information on the Reality Check Program. The program is aligned to the new regulations of AB 329 California Healthy Youth Act and it is currently used by Newman, Patterson, Waterford, Denair, Hughson, MJC, Cal State Stanislaus, Turlock Unified and Hilmar (starting in the fall). The program is presented to 7th and 8th grade students and parents have an opportunity to preview.
